Over the course of the academic year, Student Nutrition Advisors at Rice Elementary School in Santa 
Maria, California were trained in food safety and basic nutrition through a collaboration with UC 
CalFresh and the 4-H Youth Development Program. By the end of the year, with little encouragement 
and a lot of excitement, the student leaders were ready to deliver nutrition lessons and conduct a food 
demonstration from their school garden. In fact, before their first lesson, they told UC CalFresh 
Nutrition Educator, WŀbŜǎǎŀ ²ƛƭƭƛǎΣ άWe donΩt need any help Ms. Willis, we can do this!έ Several second 
grade classes signed up to participate in the student-led garden lessons. The student leaders started by 
discussing proper food safety techniques (i.e. hand washing and gloves) and went on to discuss 
nutrients found in salad greens, like vitamin K. The student leaders asked for participation from the 2nd 
graders and wanted to hear what they already knew about nutrients. Next, the student leaders showed 
the 2nd grade students how to prepare a simple salad and read some of the ingredients in the salad 
dressing, showing the younger students where to find ingredient information. Last, they served sample 
sized portions to the second graders for a taste test and encouraged them to be brave and try new 
foods. The peer-peer lessons were a win-win for everyone. The student leaders got to practice teaching 
nutrition and gained confidence sharing their knowledge. The second graders got to see the older 
students teaching and modeling healthy eating.

Thanks to new equipment in school kitchens, made possible by special USDA grants, schools around the country are now serving fresher, healthier and 
more appealing food to students, according to research by the UC Nutrition Policy Institute (NPI). άYears of federal neglect have resulted in many poorly 
equipped school kitchens, making it impossible to serve the nutritious meals that students need, particularly in light of the obesity epidemic that has 
affected so many youngsters,έ said Kenneth Hecht, NPI coordinator. During the past six years, Congress provided nearly $200 million to help schools 
purchase new equipment. Pew Charitable Trusts engaged NPI to see whether the grants enabled schools to make more meals from scratch with locally 
grown food and lead children to make healthy food choices. NPI researchers visited 19 schools across the country to see new equipment in action and 
interview food service professionals, administrators and students. Their report was issued this month by Pew Charitable Trusts. άJust one new appliance 
or serving station can have surprising impact on meal programs and students,έ Hecht said. άBecause of the USDAΩs School Kitchen Grants, more students 
are choosing school meals and they are eating more fruits, vegetables and other healthy options.έ The Nutrition Policy Institute, a statewide program 
that is part of UC Agriculture and Natural Resources, contracted with Pew to take a close look at a sample of representative schools that received the 
USDA kitchen equipment grants. The 19 schools—in the states of Kansas, Kentucky, California, Pennsylvania, Hawaii, North Dakota and Maine—were 
chosen to represent a range of sizes, grade levels and community types (urban, suburban, and rural). One of the schools in the study was Ygnacio Valley 
Elementary School in Concord, where the worn and dimly lit serving line made meals look lackluster. With the USDA grant, the school purchased a new 
serving counter with heated and refrigerated serving wells to keep dishes at proper temperatures, a salad bar and under-counter lighting that draws 
attention to colorful produce and other healthy fare. άChildren are taking and eating more fruits and vegetables because they can actually see how

USDA has long recognized summer as a vulnerable time for kids and have been focused on closing the food security gap that occurs during the months 
when school is out of session. Since 2009, more than 1.2 billion meals have been served through the Summer Meal Programs, fueling kids and teens 
throughout the summer and helping to ensure they are healthy and ready to learn when the school year begins. In support of these same goals, the 
White House announced earlier this year the Summer Opportunity Project, a multi-agency initiative to expand opportunities for young people through 
the summer. The initiative aims to increase the participation of youth in evidence-based summer opportunity programs and make sure young Americans 
have the support they need to get their first job. USDAΩs Summer Meal Programs play an important role in achieving this mission By ensuring the most 
basic need of good nutrition is met, kids and teens in eligible communities can more easily pursue and leverage summer opportunities. Many sites offer 
not only healthy meals and snacks, but also host physical and enrichment activities to keep kids engaged and coming back day after day. By including free 
and low-cost activities into Summer Meal Programs, sites boost attendance and make the meal service more fun for children, their families, and 
volunteers.

USDA is pleased to release the raw data from the 2015 Farm 
to School Census. Information is available from all 12,585 respondents that completed the 2015 Census. At the respondent level, the spreadsheet 
contains secondary data, including matched data from the Common Core of Data. A separate excel file is also available at the state and national level 
analysis. Schools or districts that have received HealthierUS School Challenge: Smarter Lunchroom (HUSSC: SL) awards are also now noted on each 
respondent webpage. Later this summer, USDA will release a new data explorer tool so users can more easily explore the 2015 data and complete 
customized searches. /ƭƛŎƪ ƘŜǊŜ to download the data.

As of 2013, 88 percent of school districts needed at least one additional piece of kitchen equipment to help prepare and serve meals that meet the 
National School Lunch ProgramΩs nutrition standards, according to a survey by the KidsΩ Safe and Healthful Foods Project. Only 42 percent of meal 
programs, however, reported having budgets for equipment purchases; of those, less than half said their own resources would cover all their needs. To 
address school kitchen equipment needs, Congress has provided more than $200 million since 2009 to help replace and improve school food service 
equipment. The U.S. Department of Agriculture distributes the funds to state child nutrition agencies, which then award grants of at least $5,000 to 
individual schools. The map above shows how the $25 million that Congress provided for this purpose in fiscal 2014 was put to use across the nation. To 
access the interactive map, please visit: http://www.pewtrusts.org/en/multimedia/data-visualizations/2016/usda-school-kitchen-equipment-grants.

Expanding access to the healthy foods available at farmers markets and farm stands for those participating in the Supplemental Nutrition Assistance 
Program (SNAP) has been—and continues to be—a USDA priority. For several years now, USDA has provided funding to equip farmers markets and 
direct marketing farmers with the electronic technology they need to redeem SNAP benefits. The results speak for themselves. In 2008, there were only 
753 SNAP-authorized markets and farmers. Today, that number has grown to more than 6,400. Recently SNAP updated the dedicated webpage to 
provide more current information to the ever increasing number of SNAP-authorized farmers markets and direct-marketing farmers participating in, or 
interested in participating in, the program. The redesigned webpage is now much easier to navigate, with links to key topics grouped and highlighted to 
streamline the search for information. Prospective farmers markets can now readily find out how they can be authorized to redeem program benefits 
and whether they qualify for free EBT equipment and about grants available at agencies throughout the U.S. Department of Agriculture. The site also 
includes a handy map that links to a spreadsheet, showing where SNAP-authorized farmers markets are located nationwide. Farmers markets are playing

According to multiple 2015 data sets now available on Kidsdata, California students are showing improved fitness outcomes as they age. First, more 
students are able to meet physical fitness standards as they rise between 5th, 7th and 9th grades. In 2015, 26 percent of the stateΩs 5th graders met all 
fitness standards, compared to 33 percent of 7th graders and 38 percent of 9th graders. The upward trend was consistent across all races and ethnicities. 
Second, younger students showed higher rates of obesity compared to older students. In 2015, 40 percent of 5th graders were overweight or obese, 
compared to 39 percent of 7th graders and 36 percent of 9th graders. Overweight and obese children are at higher risk for a range of health problems, 
including heart disease, stroke, asthma, and some types of cancer; they also are more likely to stay overweight or obese as adults. In addition, children 
with obesity are at increased risk for joint and bone problems, sleep apnea, and social and emotional difficulties, such as stigmatization and low self-
esteem. The Physical Activity Guidelines for Americans and the American Academy of Pediatrics recommend that children and adolescents participate in 
moderate-to-vigorous exercise at least 60 minutes every day. However, according to a 2014 report, only about one quarter of youth nationwide get the 
recommended amount of exercise. According to experts, policy options that could improve childrenΩs physical activity include ensuring that all schools 
meet state physical education requirements, making school recreational facilities available for use outside of school hours, and encouraging child care 
and after-school programs to incorporate physical activity opportunities. Additional recommendations that would reduce childhood obesity include 
providing access to affordable healthful foods and beverages, and reducing access to high-calorie and sugar-sweetened drinks and foods.
